	Recurring projects:

The MRC will continue to invest in recurring projects. However, Rural Pact investment will decline by at least 30% each time a recurring project is accepted. A project is considered recurring if the same project has received more than one Rural Pact subsidy. A major project where its financing is spread out through several years is not considered a recurring project.
What is the Rural Pact?

The Rural Pact is an agreement between the provincial government and each MRC with rural communities. The Pact’s objectives are to support and favour the development of rural communities.
How much is available for 2012?

The amount available in 2012 for the 21 rural municipalities of Brome-Missisquoi is $ 464 420.  This amount is divided between five sectors and includes last year’s surplus or deficit:  Regional, West, Center, East and municipalities with difficulties (special reserve). In addition, $ 50 000 is reserved for municipalities who wish to develop a strategic plan.
